To the church family at St Mary’s

As I write this I am not quite yet your vicar, but here is my first letter!

My family and I moved here on March 6th.  My wife and daughter have spent the majority of their time since at school back in Dartford, but I have been most grateful to have time to settle into the Vicarage and to begin to get to know the neighbourhood.  

I have enjoyed looking around inside the church, learning about the Thompson family who funded its construction and who left it to us.  There is the charming memorial plaque in the floor where two of them celebrated their 60th wedding anniversary along with 60 of their family members!  It is just near where couples marry today…

It is wonderful that your church is left unlocked in daylight hours, open for anyone who would like to walk in and look around, sit quietly, or spend some time in prayer.  We could never leave the church unsecured in this way in either of my previous parishes! Until we fenced one of them off we suffered numerous broken windows and high-level graffiti.  

But here your place of worship, up a beautifully quiet private road, is in a position to welcome anyone who comes.  This is much in line with the words in a memorial on the wall at the West end to William James Thompson, who paid for the building so that ‘there might never be wanting in this place opportunities of worship, communion and praise for the faithful servants of Jesus Christ’.

In addition to this facility you are doubtless aware that you have one of the very finest church centres in the Diocese.  It is immensely helpful to have such a centre for people in the vicinity to use, a place that is pleasant to use and to meet in. 

As I and my family begin our life among you, please pray with us that these buildings will be ever more used for God’s glory.  Along with these facilities let us each offer afresh all our lives, gifts and talents to the risen Jesus this Easter time, to be used for the increase of His kingdom among us and the blessing of our neighbours.  
I am reminded of a song that we were singing in Dartford last June, when I was beginning to feel the challenge of moving on from there:
‘All I am, Lord, and all I’ll ever be

is all for you, Lord, take all of me.  

You are wonderful; you are worthy; 

for your glory, take all of me’.

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A sponsored walk…  in Tanzania?!
Part of my appointment here in Kippington is to be Bishop’s Adviser for Overseas Links.  When St Mary’s PCC last year drew up their preferred personal profile of the next vicar, they offered to release that person from parish work to do this one day a week.  This was an exciting vision on their part – and thus it came to be!

It is a role in which I am already quite involved, having been increasingly active in our Diocesan Link with Mpwapwa (Tanzania) since 1997.  We had planned a visit to Tanzania this summer, only to discover that the Bishop of Mpwapwa had already organised a sponsored walk there!

What is it for?  

It is hoped that it will raise funds to build a Girls’ Secondary School about an hour’s walk outside Mpwapwa, in a place called Chamuhawi.

Why the need?

A fairly basic Primary schooling in Tanzania is provided without charge, but Secondary education is not.  Parents have to pay for secondary schools, which is very expensive.  As girls are expected to become mothers and to look after the home, it is likely to be the case that sons rather than daughters will receive secondary schooling.  The Bishop would like to redress this imbalance

What about the site?
Chamuhawi has been the site of a Bible school for 128 years – which is some achievement!  The proposed Girls’ School is to be built a little further up the hill.

Facilities?
Every parish in the Diocese of Mpwapwa was asked to contribute 100,000 Tanzanian shillings towards this project, which they have managed with sacrificial giving.  (This is equal to £54 each.)  Along with donations from some churches in the USA, this has enabled the setting up of a water supply as well as electricity, though the latter can be intermittent if there is a lack of rain to provide water to drive the turbines.

Funding?
Bishop Jacob is calling people to join him on a sponsored walk on June 16th to raise funds for the school.  Anyone who studied at Chamuhawi is invited back to take part; they will come from all corners of Tanzania!   The walking distance is not many miles, as various events are planned en-route, but the course passes through local hills, some of which rise 3,000 feet, so participants could be on their feet from dawn till dusk.  The Bishop is greatly delighted to hear that some of us from Diocese of Rochester are planning to take part.

Who?

The following folks are planning to be there along with me.  The Revd Yolande Marcussen, who has been Acting Bishop’s Adviser since last July, from All Saint’s, Orpington.
Linda Wanniaratchy, former Diocesan Treasurer for the Mothers’ Union; 

Peter Ruxton (SS Peter and Paul, Tonbridge), a mining consultant who is coming to advise, following a gemstone find in the south of the Diocese.
Richard Tyson, assistant Head Teacher at the Bennett Memorial School, Tunbridge Wells, coming to investigate the setting up of links between schools in England and Tanzania.
Plus one other person from St Mary’s, Hadlow, to visit a village and church with whom Hadlow are now linked.

What next?
I was going to tell you about this walk at some stage in the future, but when I met with your churchwardens Jenny Gyte and Roger Fishwick on March 21st, they thought I should write about it in April’s edition of ‘Forward Move’.  I am hoping that some of you might like to sponsor us on the walk! 
You will not just be helping to build a school.  You will be making a permanent contribution to the mission of the Church in that part of Tanzania, along with life-long benefits for the girl students.  They in turn will be better equipped to serve God in their developing nation and to make a difference in other people’s lives.  

If you are interested in more detail, or coming with us as we visit the Dioceses of Mpwapwa and Kondoa, do ask me. I shall be away for two weeks in June.

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FLOWERS IN CHURCH

It’s that time of year again when the diary is consulted and a rota is constructed to give our beautiful Church that final touch - a regular display of beautiful flowers.
We aim to have a new arrangement every two weeks, as well as to provide an arrangement at the font for each Baptism and still have a few empty dates in the calendar.  Some of our volunteers enjoy the opportunity to remember a loved one or celebrate a special anniversary and some are delighted to co-ordinate their arrangement with an event taking place in the Church calendar or within the Church family.  It has been my privilege, in the last year as co-ordinator of the rota, to get to know these volunteers a little bit more and to realise how much care goes into the provision of flowers at St Mary.

The Rota covers the main pedestal arrangement at the Altar, the Baptism candle, the decoration of the ledges and font for Festivals.  

To thank each volunteer individually would take too much space but I do thank all of you, especially those of you who have responded to my frantic pleas and to Sevenoaks District Council who actually solved my Harvest Festival dilemma by answering my prayer.

We had a very enjoyable workshop in November (notes available from the office) and have two novice teams in place to undertake Easter Sunday (donations of daffodils and narcissi will be gratefully received in containers at the back of the Church) and Harvest.  Please let me know if you would like to join the rota to cover a specific date, volunteer to join a Festival team or to decorate the Baptism Candle occasionally; a fantastic new, oasis-filled, container is provided.

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EASTER
Easter, of course, is the most special day of the Christian year: the Resurrection of Jesus Christ. Why does the date move around so much? Because the date of Passover moves around, and according to the biblical account, Easter is tied to the Passover. Passover celebrates the Israelites' exodus from Egypt and it lasts for seven days, from the middle of the Hebrew month of Nisan, which equates to late March or early April.
Sir Isaac Newton was one of the first to use the Hebrew lunar calendar to come up with firm dates for Good Friday: Friday 7th April 30 AD or Friday 3rd  April, 33 AD, with Easter Day falling two days later. Modern scholars continue to think these the most likely. 
Most people will tell you that Easter falls on the first Sunday after the first full moon after the Spring Equinox, which is broadly true. But the precise calculations are unbelievably complicated and involve something called an 'ecclesiastical full moon', which is not the same as the moon in the sky. The earliest possible date for Easter in the West is 22nd March, which last fell in 1818 and won't fall again until 2285. The latest is 25th April, which last happened in 1943 and is next due in 2038. 
Why the name, 'Easter'? In almost every European language, the festival's name comes from 'Pesach', the Hebrew word for Passover. The Germanic word 'Easter', however, seems to come from Eostre, a Saxon fertility goddess mentioned by the Venerable Bede. He thought that the Saxons worshipped her in 'Eostur month', but may have confused her with the classical dawn goddesses like Eos and Aurora, whose names mean 'shining in the east'. So Easter might have meant simply 'beginning month' - a good time for starting up again after a long winter.
Finally, why Easter eggs? On one hand, they are an ancient symbol of birth in most european cultures. On the other hand, hens start laying regularly again each Spring. Since eggs were forbidden during Lent, it's easy to see how decorating and eating them became a practical way to celebrate Easter. 

WOMEN’S WORLD DAY OF PRAYER

The service this year was prepared by the Christian Women of Papua New Guinea – a small country the other side, yet those living there produced words that speak to Christians everywhere.

In this ecumenical service 11 local church participate, readers and choir members all share in taking part.

This year the service was held at St. Johns where we all received a warm welcome – it was good to mix with so many of all the various denominations.

BOOK REVIEW

The Path to Forgiveness, by Paul Boudreau, 23rd Publications, 99p
God is love and love shows itself most beautifully in forgiveness. In this booklet, Father Paul Boudreau says that forgiveness is the true focus of the Lenten season. His hope is that his words will help all who read them find new meaning in this holy season.  For each day there is a passage from the gospel, a reflection, a little something to do, and a short prayer. 
"May we journey together on this path of forgiveness and arrive at Easter filled with joy."

DOING IT DIFFERENTLY... BUT YET THE SAME

Mummy and I returned just yesterday from a holiday in Fort Lauderdale, Florida.  There for two weeks, we had two Sundays in which to experience the way that our sun-kissed friends worship.
As on previous visits, we went one time to the Episcopal Church and once to the Presbyterian Church – partly because our own CofE seems to be somewhere between the two, and partly – simply –  because it’s interesting to see and experience differing forms of worship.
And different it is!
Both of these churches have the most incredible positions, in a residential area, set in gardens with frontage onto one of the many waterways that give the town its’ nickname of “the Venice of America”.  
The first Sunday was the turn of “All Saints Episcopal Church”.  Parking, we walked toward the front doors to be welcomed by an official greeter, with a kiosk outside the church.  She chatted to us and gave us big sticky labels to wear with our names written in bold, red felt tip.  Her kiosk (only there on Sunday mornings) also contained leaflets, booklets and information sheets about the church, activities and groups, and beside it was a big merchandisers carousel with name badges for ALL the regular congregants.  Whilst not everyone was wearing theirs, I think I counted more than twenty of the hundred or so worshippers who were.
At the very start of the service, the children were called to the front and the Minister told them their Bible story for that week.  They then left to go to their classes and learn more about that Bible passage.  We, in church, celebrated communion.  It was, we agreed, rather rushed and “business-like” – somehow we had little time to pray and feel close to God.  The sermon was delivered from the central aisle of the church, with the Minister talking about the Ten Commandments, and how many of them many of us manage to break.  
The real surprise was seeing how much other work is done there.  
The service sheet talked of their Lenten Series;  their once-a-month “Outreach Weekend” (a different recipient each month – but always other churches in difficult areas, and gifts as well as money being solicited, such as soaps, toothbrushes and paste, razors, sunscreen, packaged foods); their “Church Women Book Review” – another monthly meeting where a different Christian 
books are discussed, tea and coffee served (this month they were reviewing The Language of God by Francis Collins and The God Delusion by Richard 
Dawkins and their speaker was going to compare and contrast the search for God by two scientists, and the approaches they used.  The church was holding a “Lenten Parish Workday”, and asked all congregants to don old clothes and bring along tools and equipment and help do all the “odd jobs” in and around the church – painting, dusting, cleaning, pruning, watering and anything else.
But perhaps the activity that surprised us the most was the following (reprinted in full from their sheet): 
ALL SAINTS FILLS A REAL COMMUNITY NEED
WITH BEDS AROUND THE ALTAR! 
According to the Broward Coalition of the Homeless, there are more than two hundred families in Broward County on any given week waiting for emergency housing.  All Saints is one of 50 Broward County churches that host families that have unfortunately found themselves in a homeless situation.  This year we have agreed to open All Saints on three different weeks throughout this year, the next date being March 30 – April 3.  Each evening, Monday through Friday, we need an individual or group to feed the families (approximately eight people) at about 5:30 p.m. and for two adults to host overnight from 7 p.m. until 7 a.m. in the church nave.  We are also looking for morning greeters from 6:45 to 8 a.m. to host breakfast and send them on their day Tuesday through Friday.  It is an awesome and rewarding feeling when you can help a family in this critical situation.  Participating in this March Session could be a wonderful Lenten discipline.
Wow! What an amazing thing to do.

The Presbyterian Church of Fort Lauderdale, where we worshipped on Mothering Sunday (interestingly NOT in America, where their Mothers Day is un-related to the church calendar and is held – by Hallmark! – in May) is an extraordinary building... as it has what can best be described as cinema seats instead of pews!  A VERY full congregation – probably over 300 people, an adult voice choir of 53 voices, who sit behind the altar facing the congregation and a ministry team of Vicar and two assistant Vicars - one of whom (an amazingly inspirational speaker who obviously loves God to her core and gave the opening welcome address) gave up her own parish to join the team at Lauderdale.  
A short Baptism, held at a moveable font up at the front of church, was very different to anything I had ever seen, with the baby, once baptised, being carried up and down the central aisle by one of the team who spoke to her 
throughout about this being her church family who would always be there to support her, her mummy and daddy... rather moving.
“A time for Children” meant all youngsters went to the front (about 25 in total) and three kids were picked to act out a sack race – two children hopped in their sacks and the third (prompted) ran without his.  The message from the 
Vicar was that some children have no belief in God and therefore have no restrictions on their behaviour, but that those of us who know God DO find ourselves limited to doing things the right way – even when that may mean we might not always win.  An interesting concept – quite a hard one to understand – which the children then went away to learn more about in their age groups.  

Again, the Sunday Service Sheet was more like a mini-magazine with dates for the diary and articles about activities: for adults, for children, for men, for senior adults, for women and for youth.  How wonderful to have so many congregants that you have to hold different activities for each sub-group!

One of the parts that most impressed me was their mission to folk just out of jail.  Again, taken in full from their magazine;

MISSIONS – THE JAIL/PRISON MINISTRY TEAM

We invite you to participate in “Prison fellowship’s volunteer and inmate/ex-offender mentor training” on Saturday April 4th from 8.30 – 5.30.  The training is free and lunch is provided.  We are actively recruiting people interested in learning about becoming a mentor for ex-offenders seeking to re-establish themselves in our society.  

What amazing Christian outreach to take fellowship out to the people who need it most – and way out of the comfort zone!

There is so much we can learn from just attending another church.  Maybe not all their initiatives would suit us here at St. Mary, but maybe all that we do would not suit them either.

It makes me wonder whether it is enough to simply sit back and say “wow, how amazing” … Food for thought …
