Peeter was telling me the story of his church, St Mary, in Tartu, a drive of some 
hours ŀǿŀȅΧ 

 

In 1939 at the start of World War II Estonia had enjoyed its first ever 19 years 
of freedom as a nation.  But they were situated with Hitler to the West and 
Stalin to the East.  In the Molotov-Ribbentrop agreement, these two leaders 
simply divided up the nations of Eastern Europe like slices of cake.  The 
Estonians could do nothing as the Russians marched in to claim their land. 

 

Anyone with education was packed off in cattle trucks to the Gulags in Siberia, 
some 10,000 that year.  Few survived the winter.  In Tartu the pastor of St 
aŀǊȅΩǎ ŎƘǳǊŎƘ ς the Revd Aksel Vooremaa ς was arrested and tortured.  He 
refused to deny his faith, and his body was later found with others down a 
well, the cross incised in his flesh.  It was July 1941.  His church was set alight. 

 

As the war progressed Hitler turned against Stalin, and so the Germans arrived 
ǘƻ ΨƭƛōŜǊŀǘŜΩ 9ǎǘƻƴƛŀΦ  ¢ƘŜƴ ƛƴ мфпп ǘƘŜȅ ǊŜǘǊŜŀǘŜŘ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜ wussians returned, 
with many thousands more Estonian people sent away to labour camps.  St 
aŀǊȅΩǎ ŎƘǳǊŎƘ ǿŀǎ ǘǳǊƴŜŘ ƛƴǘƻ ŀ ōŀǎƪŜǘōŀƭƭ ŎƻǳǊǘΦ 

 

It is twenty years since the Russians finally pulled out of Eastern Europe, but 
memories of that period are very raw.  The members of St Mary, Tartu, 
continued to meet and now have a great longing to see their church restored.  
They want it to be done in memory of their beloved martyr- pastor (he is 
ŎƻƳƳŜƳƻǊŀǘŜŘ ƛƴ wƻŎƘŜǎǘŜǊ /ŀǘƘŜŘǊŀƭΤ ƻƴŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ /ŀƴƻƴǎΩ ǎǘŀƭƭǎ ƛǎ ŘŜŘƛcated 
to him). 
 

Why am I telling you all about this?  Because our Church Council has voted to 
send our church birthday money this year to the church in Tartu.   We will not 
be able to fund the major repairs, but the gesture will be an immense 
encouragement to them, who often feel forgotten and unnoticed.  I hope we 
can raise at least £1000 at our birthday weekend on June 13.  Exactly what 
would they spend it on?  I have asked them to describe a specific project and 
will let you know more through the weekly pew-sheet. 

 

A young pastor was talking to me very intently in a 

conference centre in Western Estonia.  The previous 

evening I had stood and watched, utterly awed, as 

the sun set into the sea, silent and frozen to the 

farthest horizon, while the temperature dropped to 

ς24C.  The chalets accommodating us amongst the 

low conifers were curtained with icicles such as I had 

not seen since watching Dr Zhivago. 
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Please consider prayerfully how much you can give to this.  There will be 
envelopes in the church that weekend to enable you to gift-aid your donations.  
As a Diocese we are linked with the Evangelical-Lutheran Church of Estonia (as 
well as our links in Africa) and I was present in my capacity there last January 
ŀǎ .ƛǎƘƻǇΩǎ !ŘǾƛǎŜǊΦ 

 

As I close this letter to you, please note amongst the central pages of this
