From where does the money come?

The main items are:

a) Voluntary giving is the financial l##ood of the Church. Planned giving
(via standing orders, weekly envelopes and gift aid envelopes) plus the tax we
are able to recover raised8,700 in 2009, a fall of £7,600 compared with the
previous year

b)  Collections at services was just under £8,600, a fall of £1,400 compared
with 2008

C) Investment income from monies built up over the years was, in the
present economic climate hadd at £3,800

d) Oneoff donations and legacies provided £2,000 in 2009 against a
magnificent but exceptional total of £31,000 in 2008

e) Fees for special services etc. provided a further £4,900

Without action, our future income is projeied
to fall further to around 84,000 p.a.

And where does all the money go?

a)  The running costs of the Church itself covering heating/lighting,
maintenance and repairs, cleaning, looking after the surrounds and insurance
total some £20,000 per year

f) It is also our policy to support some charities from our own voluntary

giving and this can cost £6/8,000 in a year.

This means that each year we need to raise nearly £100,000 to support the on
going life of the Church. All this excludmsy costs associated with the
Centre, adhappily it covers its running costs on an annual basis.

So what would Mr Micawber say ?

In simple terms, the unpalatable truth is that our regular income falls short of
our costs by just over £16,000, compoundirg 2009 shortfall of £15,500.
These numbers have been produced after a tough examination of all our costs.

So what is the solution?

We recognise and thank those contributing via Planned Giving and already
some have increased their commitments whilst others have made extra once
off gifts.  Gift aid envelopes areibg placed in the pews so that, at no extra
cost to those paying tax, we can recover more from the Inland Revenue.

Clearly it would help if more people were to give regularly through Planned
Giving. It does not have to be a large monthly sum, but thishogttvould also

help to make our income more secure. @ofé donations and bequests in

Wills are of course also of great benefit to us. Richard Leithead, who handles

the Planned Giving, would be only too pleased to hear from you and to explain
more fuly the options available. A little bit more from everyone who can

afford it will go a long way to easing our problems and help in carrying forward
